	 I told him I was excited about his freshman year, 

and that I thought God wanted to do big things in and 

through him, and that I was really looking forward to 

continuing to meet up with him and go over some basic 

Biblical concepts with him. He seems genuinely interested 

to continue to meet up, get involved in community group 

and with Cru. God is alive and at work on our campus, 

raising up leaders to share his name across the world.
